Students must have completed 3 semesters of Portuguese (PORT UN1101, PORT UN1102, and PORT UN2101), or the proficiency equivalent to be demonstrated by passing a Portuguese placement exam. Speakers of a Romance Language may fulfill the prerequisite by completing 
PORT UN1320 Portuguese for Spanish Speakers.
